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Introduction

Modern linguistics is movingsteadily from immanent linguistics to anthropocentric
linguistics, more precisely, modern linguistics is movingsteadily towards linguistics
being open to the influence of external factors and freely integrating with other
thinking spaces.

The emergence of new linguistic directions isa precondition for the paradigm shift.
Thisshiftis conditioned by thedesire to fully describe all manifestations of language.

The interest related to language functioning gave rise to political linguistics; the study
of the relations between language and culture, language and gender has laid the
foundation forlinguoculturology, ethnolinguistics and linguogenderology ; a new form
of language functioning (electronic communication) has created internet-linguistics.

The strength ofany science, including linguistics, is conditioned by the diversity of
views, approaches, and directions. Due to this diversity, any science, including
linguistics, is evolving. Due to this diversity, any science, including linguistics,
manages to overcome dogmatism.

These factors have contributedto the status of modern linguistics. Thisis the statuso f
a polyparadigmatic thinking space possessing the postmodern markers of "diversity"
and "multifacetedness™.

The diversity of linguistic directions, the emergence of newapproaches to language
analysis led to the creation of metalinguistics. Metalinguistics studiesthe history of
linguistics, the characteristics of modern linguistic concepts, their theoretical
foundations, and key concepts. All this allows to determine the prospects for the
development of linguistics.

Metalinguistic studies revealed the tendencies of the development of linguistics
making it possible to identify acommon ground beyond the external diversity of
existing views and concepts. The notion of paradigm representsthe key concept for
metalinguistics.

The notion of paradigm made it possible to detect the conceptual integrity in the
external diversity of linguistic concepts and to identify the essential trends in the
development of linguistics.



Itshould be mentioned that the shift of scientific paradigms, consequently, the shiftof
the methods of constructing the object of linguistics, significantly changed the
linguistic "hypostasis" of language. New hypostases of language and language -related
concepts - the corpus of language, linguistic consciousness, verbal action,
linguoculture and associative-verbal grid - are implied.

The new linguistic hypostases "emerged™ as the reactions to the new hypostases of
natural language itself. This peculiar scientific polyphony helps to bring linguistic
knowledge closer to the real object. This polyphony helps to view holistically
language andthe specifics of its functioning in the modernand constantly changing
world.

In modern linguistics, there are stilla number of controversialissues related to the
concept and the relation between its linguistic verbalizers. The problem of
synthesizing mental structures and the structure oflanguage is evident in modern
linguistic methodology.

The mentioned problem implies the task of detecting the integral sign of the linguistic
and conceptual systems. Detection of the mentioned sign is impossible without
synthesizing systemic-structuraland anthropocentric paradigms. Hence, theactuality
of the research topic is outlined in the sphere of the synthesis of systemic-structural
and anthropocentric paradigms.

The purposeof theresearchisto synthesize systemic-structuraland anthropocentric
paradigms to ensure the completeness and adequacy of the configuration ofthespace
generated bythe concept. Theresearch stages that serveto achievethe set goals are:

1. Determiningthe specifics of the synthesis of immanentand non-immanent
approachesto the phenomenon;

2. ldentifyingthe peculiarities of therelation between systemic-structural and
anthropocentric paradigms within the frames of thestudy ofthe conceptof
"freedom" in modern English;

3. Definingthe structure of interparadigmatic methodology;

4. Interpretingthe essence of transformationand dynamics of linguistic
methodology;

5. Identifyingthe attributes of the space generated by the conceptconsideringthe
specifics of the synergistic paradigm.



The hypothesis of the work isas follows: the completeness and adequacy of the space
generated by the concept can only be achieved through an interparadigmatic
methodology providinga holistic interpretation of the research phenomenon.

The researchmethodology is internally pluralistic and complex - it includes immanent
(systemic-structural paradigm) and non-immanent (anthropocentric paradigm)
approaches to the phenomenon. Methodological pluralism implies operating in the
thinking space of linguistics by synthesizing different methods, approaches, and
principles.

Interparadigmatic methodology is focused on the detection of therelation betweenthe
conceptual and semantic spaces, therefore, the methods developed within both
systemic-structural and anthropocentric paradigms are equally relevant to the
research. The synthesis of conceptual analysis, semantic decomposition and
experimental methods are implemented in the research.

The scientific novelty of the work is revealed in the interpretation of the conceptas the
phenomenon of synergy.

Thetheoretical value isas follows:

1. Placingdiversity in one theoretical “focus”, in otherwords, integrating different
units into the whole, more precisely, into theintegral content-based space;

2. Revealinga systemic, organic connection between different foundations of
systemic-structural and anthropocentric paradigms;

3. Realizingthe principle of interparadigmaticity in practice through the study of the
relation between the mental phenomenonandits verbal representation, between
the contentand the means for its understanding.

The practical value is determined by the following fact: the obtained material and
research results are valid for the lecture courses of structural linguistics and
linguocognitology, linguocultrology and psycholinguistics.

The unitsdenoting "freedom™ in modern English are used asthe research material.
The material is derived from explanatory dictionaries, samples of fiction and the data
of associative experiment.

The actuality and scientific novelty of the research topic are outlined in the
introduction. The research goals and tasks requisite to achieve the set goals,
theoreticaland practical values of thethesis,aswellasresearch methodology are
defined.

Conclusion

Conducting interparadigmatic synthesis isa necessary and sufficient condition for a
complete vision of the phenomenon.

Conducting the interparadigmatic synthesis requires:
1. Analysisof the essence of the synthesis-based methodology — analysis of the

specifics of the interpretation of the constraints imposed by each paradigm);
2. Integrationof the data relevantto each paradigm.



The constraints imposed by paradigms are considered to be the differential signs of
paradigms. Unification of these signs is the main problem in the process of
synthesizing the paradigms. Adequacy of the unit isassociated with identifying the
integralsign of differentials.

The synthesis of paradigms comprises the process of identifying the integral signs. In
the process of searching for similarities between immanent and non-immanent
approachesto language a differential sign associated with the characteristics of the
conceptual domain andthe semantic space of language was revealed. Theessence of
thissign is as follows: the conceptual space is composed of different concepts. The
semantic space of language is the part of the conceptual field expressed through
linguistic signsand meanings.

The problem of defining differential signs of the semantic space and the conceptual
field of language implies the problem of defining the differential signs of the
conceptual and semantic typesof analysis.

The essence of the differential sign of the conceptual field and the semantic space of
language isas follows: conceptual analysis is focused on modelingthe concept and
identifyingtherelations between concepts. Identification ofthese relationsallowsnot
only to describe theessence ofa word, but also to determine the specifics of thewhole
conceptual field and the relations between theelements integrated in it.

The essence of semantic analysis lies in the explication of the semantic structure of the
word. Semantic analysis is focused on the explanation of the word meaning.
Explanation of theword meaning implies specification of the denotative, significative,
and connotative meanings of the word.

The differential sign referring to the characteristics ofthe conceptandmeaning is as
follows: the conceptis the product of human cognitive consciousness, while meaning
is the productof the linguistic consciousness. Theconceptis broader than thelexical
meaning of the word - meaningis a part of the concept.

The linguistic meaning, being the element of the semantic space, is linked to the
linguistic sign, while the concept, asan elementof theconceptual field, canbe orcan
not to be expressed by thelinguistic sign. Verbalnomination of the conceptis not a
necessary conditionfor the existence ofthe concept.



As a result of generalizing the differential signs of paradigms, the differential sign
related to the difference betweenthe mechanisms of thinkingand verbalization has
been detected.

As a result of defining the basis for the synthesis of systemic-structural and
anthropocentric paradigms, therepertoire of the factors providing the possibility of
identifying thesimilarities between thedistinctphenomena has been revealed: The
connections between the elements integrated in the semantic space of the language
manifestthe relations between the concepts integrated in the conceptual field.

Evidently, the conceptual field is more voluminous dimension than its segment
expressed through the linguistic means. Semantics of the linguistic signs provides
excess to the conceptual space, in other words, the conceptis objectifiedin language
through thelinguistic meanings.

As a result of generalizing the mentioned integral signs of the systemic-structurala nd
anthropocentric paradigms, one integral sign hasbeen detected. The essence of the
mentioned sign implies the following fact: both concept and meaning reflect the
reality.

The continuous transformation of the linguistic m ethodology points tothe dynamism
of the mentioned methodology. Due to the synthesis of systemic-structural and
anthropocentric paradigms the continuous transformation of the linguistic
methodology ensures the formation of the synergistic paradigm.

Considering the fact that in the synergistic paradigm interpretation of any
phenomenon implies its interpretation as a synergistic factorprocess, we view the
"concept™ as the phenomenon of synergy.

In the synergistic paradigm, the space generated by the concept is:

1. non-linear—non-linearity points to thestructural heterogeneity of the conceptual
space;

2. Open-opennessimplies the existence of its organizing origin in the conceptual
space.

Non-linearity and openness are essential attributes of the space generated by the
concept.



The process of synthesizing paradigms provides actualization ofthe holistic vision.
Actualization of the holistic vision points to the transformation of human
consciousness. This transformationimplies reframing of consciousness, thecomplete

modification of the parameters of cognition and the formation of a new way of
thinking.
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
